} Evidence of Neilston existence date back to 1163 (in the 

foundation of Paisley Abbey )

} The Poll Tax Roll for Neilston parish in 1696/97 shows there 

are many family and farm names that are still familiar

} Numerous burns that flow within landscape provided water 

for many bleachfields and later cotton spinning mills

} Neilston became famous as centre for cotton production
